Khun Milligan would often sleep on the doorsteps of buildings and need to rely on the kindness
of others for food and clothing. When he managed to complete high school, he was offered a
scholarship program to attend university, and fought through a mental and emotional
breakdown to earn his bachelor’s degree in business. Khun Milligan has continued to press
forward and as an adult, he achieved his master’s degree in computer science along with a
successful 25-year career in IT at the executive level. During his IT career, he wanted to help
others, and so he wrote three books to share his story. Khun Milligan wanted people facing
adversity to know they were not alone, and take hope in the knowledge that they have the
power to overcome whatever they may face. Khun Milligan’s most prized accomplishment is
that of raising a beautiful son who has never known abuse. He is grateful for the blessings he

has and thanks the many compassionate people throughout his life who have helped him.

Khun Milligan speaks to universities and organizations for free, and donates all proceeds from

his books to educational and social welfare organizations around the world.

Khun Milligan has a special place in his heart for Thailand and its people; since 2009 he has
journeyed to the beautiful country of Thailand seven times, making wonderful friends for life,

while striving to promote education, awareness and abuse prevention around the world.
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Khun Milligan has shared his story and delivered several free educational workshops to
students, faculty and members of the public at both Thammasat University and Mahasarakham
University in Thailand (along with other organizations and universities worldwide).
